CROOK HAT AND CAMPHOO

Two old men, Alyawarra elders who are Master spearmakers, share their cultural knowledge on a journey through the red sand and Spinifex of their country, unravelling the secrets of an ancient craft and its relationship to their heritage.

Using traditional tools and methods, Crook Hat (Donald “Crook Hat” Thompson Kamarre) and Camphoo (Reggie “Camphoo” Pwerl) talk about spearmaking, bush knowledge and the ‘old ways’, hoping to maintain a culture disenfranchised by a modern world.

With patience, dignity and an ever-present sense of humour, these two men open the door to a dry and harsh land where magic happens.
